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Local Volunteers To Rehabilitate Homes in the 

Southeast Neighborhood Development
Area Representatives Will Work Alongside Volunteers to “Rebuild Indianapolis”
INDIANAPOLIS — Hundreds of volunteers, including corporate citizens, union tradesmen, homeowners, bankers, city officials and Indianapolis Mayor Greg Ballard will work with Rebuilding Together Indianapolis to restore 20 homes in the Southeast Neighborhood Development (SEND). 

The 10th annual build day begins at 7:30 a.m. on Saturday, April 25 with an Opening Ceremonies neighborhood rally

featuring local celebrity emcees, Jim, Deb and Kevin from the WFMS Morning Show. Other guests include Indianapolis Mayor Greg Ballard; Wishard Health Services CEO, Lisa Harris; Indianapolis Metropolitan Police Chief, Michael Spears; Design-Build Institute of America President, Lewie Wallace and Indianapolis Downtown, Inc. Vice President of Marketing and Communications, Julia Watson.
During the day, volunteers work on a variety of tasks ranging from carpentry, plumbing and electrical projects to cleaning and weatherizing. Improvements will be made in the neighborhood bordered by Madison Avenue, Prospect Street, Shelby Street and Raymond Street. Local dignitaries will work alongside volunteers and cheer on their teams during the daylong event. 
“This is a true community effort,” said Michelle Boyd, president of Rebuilding Together Indianapolis. “Our volunteers are local residents who are committed to giving something back to their community.”

In 2008, Rebuilding Together Indianapolis raised more than $150,000 in local corporate donations. Volunteer support has also grown to include many groups, escalating from 250 volunteers rehabilitating 10 homes in 2000, to 750 volunteers rehabilitating 26 homes in 2008. This year, Rebuilding Together Indianapolis accepted more than 600 volunteers.
Indianapolis is one of nearly 80 Rebuilding Together cities awarded a grant for home modifications and energy efficiency through Lowe’s annual Swing for Charity, a charitable golf event hosted by the company and supported by its vendors. Lowe’s has also sponsored other special projects, including a wheelchair ramp building blitz, window installation rebuild blitz and projects rebuilding nonprofit facilities in cities impacted by natural disasters.
